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This course aims to discuss the necessary
knowledge to evaluate the capacities of a
diagnostic test in the study of a disease.
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METHODOLOGY

We will take the example of dementias from the
discussion of a publication on the validation of a
telephone interview.(1) The theory that we will address
can be applicable to other areas of neurology such as
the use of markers for the diagnosis of a disease, a field
of particular relevance at present.
